 All electrical workers and apprentices must have current first aid and resuscitation 
skills. Attending a recognised course is recommended annually. It is a requirement 
that all apprentices attend with a current first aid certificate (minimum HLTAID003 - 
Provide first aid or equivalent)

It is highly recommended to bring your own insulated (1000V) hand tools e.g. pliers, 
screwdrivers, wire strippers, and multimeter (minimum CAT III 1000V/ CAT IV 600V).
