•	 demonstrate behaviour appropriate to an adult learning environment.
•	 be personally motivated to attend and actively participate with other students in the class.

Any support that is classified as a behavioural or social support, needs to be covered with a private support 
worker. This is the responsibility of the parent or guardian.

The courses are recognised as full-time and Centrelink approved.
